The name of the event will be ASN Canada FIA National AutoSlalom (SoloSprint) Championship.  It is possible to add sponsors’ names after the title using ties such as “brought to you by” or “presented by”, etc.

The permit fee for the event is $500 and there is an ASN per car levy payable within 7 days of the event (2007 amounts -$25 for AutoSlalom Championship and $40 for the SoloSprint Championship).
3.
It is the intention of the ASN Canada FIA National SoloSport Committee that the championships become the highlight SoloSport events of the competition season with the 
events themselves being organized at a very high level with careful consideration being 
given to even the smallest details.  The vision that ASN Canada FIA has for the events is the development of a festival environment whereby the events become the ‘must attend’ 
events of the year for Canadian SoloSport competitors along with attendance by 
increasing numbers of our American SoloSport competitors.

The highlight of the championship events is meant to be the crowning of the Canadian AutoSlalom/SoloSprint Overall Champion.  This aspect of the championships is meant to be featured by the organizing club in all pre and post event promotions (including media releases) and should be the highlight of the award ceremonies and should include 
trophies/awards for the top three finishers.
